This facility may be
reserved from 8:30 AM to 11 PM online, by phone, or in person on a first-come, first-served basis. For pricing,
please refer to the current fee schedule located on our website under Reservations.

To ensure the facility is well maintained for all who use it, we ask that you observe these guidelines:

« Akeypad lock secures the lodge. Please call up to seven (7) days prior to your reservation to request the door
access code. YOUR RESERVATION PERMITS ACCESS ONLY ON THE DAY AND TIME SLOT OF YOUR RESERVATION.
YOU MAY NOT SET UP THE SPACE EARLY.

«  Bring your own water for drinking and clean-up.

«  Adhere nothing to walls, ceilings, windows, signs or road signs. Remove all signs, especially any left near park
entrances, and traces of decorations before leaving.

«  Smoking and pets are prohibited inside the lodge. Alcohol is
permitted indoors only. Alcohol is not permitted in adjacent FIREPLACE OPERATION
areas such as trails, roadways and the parking lot. 1) Open damper for flue.
2) Use paper and kindling to start.
